2. Upon commencement of entry music (march from Aida),
teams to file into main stadium, via player’s
entrance ramp and assemble before the officials, in
single file of each state, with first state (ACT) to
the officials” left.

3. 32AKC Org (BS) calls out “Shomen ni...” All
officials turn to face the flag. “Rei!” all bow in
unison.

4. The National anthem is announced and played.

5. Introduction by VKR President (GO)

6. Welcome by AKR President (RW) and introduction of

VIPs
